1. Contractor shall verify conditions and dimensions at site before starting work and notify architect of any 
discrepancies or inconsistencies found.
2. Work  and material included in this project shall be in accordance with latest regulations of legally constituted 
public authorities having jurisdiction and with rules of utility companies furnishing services. The plans and 
specifications shall not be construed as permitting work not in conformance with requirements.
3. All dimensions to take precedence over scale on plans, sections, and details.
4. Notes and details on drawings shall take precedence over typical notes and details.
5.  Where no construction details are shown or noted for any part of the work, the details used shall be similar as 
for other similar work.
6. Manufacturers' suggested installation methods and specifications shall be followed except where specifically 
noted otherwise.
7. All work shall be conducted in a safe and orderly way. The construction area shall be maintained in a safe 
condition free from the accumulation of debris and scrap material.
8. This project shall comply with the 2007 edition of the California Building Code ( Title 24) which adopts the 2006 
IBC, 2005 NEC, 2006 UMC, & 2000 UPC.
9. The design , adequacy, and safety of erection bracing, shoring, temporary supports, scaffolding, and 
construction methods, is the sole responsibility of the contractor.
10. Occupational safety and health: These documents, and the joint and several phases of construction hereby 
contemplated, are to be governed, at all times, by the applicable provisions of the California Occupational Safety 
and Health Act (current rules). CAL/OSHA.
11.  The contractor shall notify architect immediately of any discrepancies, errors, omissions, ambiguities, conflicts, 
and the like, as they might appear on the construction documents.
12. Concrete for footings shall have a minimum comprehensive strength as noted on plans but not less than of 
2000 psi at 28 days and shall be composed of 1 part cement, 3 parts sand, 4 parts of 1" maximum size rock, and 
not more than 7 1/2 gallons of water per sack of cement. (CBC sec.1905) See Foundation Plan for additional notes.
13. All footing sills shall have full bearing on the footing wall or slab and shall be bolted to the foundation with 5/8" 
x 10" bolts embedded at least 7" into the concrete. Bolts shall be spaced not to exceed 72" on center with bolts not 
over 12" from cut end of sills.  Or as noted by engineer.
14. Reinforcing Steel shall comply with ASTM Spec. A615-68, Grade 40.
15. Roof covering shall comply with (CBC Sec. 1505 & Table 1505.1).
16. All joists, rafters, beams and posts 2" to 4" thick shall be No. 2 Grade Douglas Fir Larch or better. All posts 
and beams 5" and thicker shall be No. 1 Grade Douglas Fir Larch or better.
17. Studs 8' 0"or less to be Stud grade or better, Studs longer than 8' 0"up to 10' 0" to be No. 2 Douglas fir larch 
or better.
18. Use P.T.D.F. or foundation grade plywood and sill plate where in contact with concrete. All wood must be 6" 
minimum above finish grade.
19. In attics and enclosed rafter spaces, vent area to be min. 1/150th of the total area of the space, or as per CBC. 
(CBC Sec. 1203.2)
20. Provide fire stopping and draft stops as per CBC chapter 7.
21. Provide lateral bracing at walls as per CBC chapter 16 - See Structural drawings if provided.
22. Approved numbers or address should be provided for all new units in such a position as to be plainly visible and 
legible from the street or road fronting the property. 
23. Electrical, telephone and cable TV systems shall be installed per the latest edition of the NEC, UBC, local utility 
Co. installation standards and local ordinances.
24. Plumbing system shall be installed per the latest edition of the CPC, CBC and local ordinances.
25. Duct work shall comply with chapter 6 of CMC. Verify location of all vent grills with the Architect prior to 
installation.
26. Provide automatic setback thermostat on the heating system, for heating system size and type please see 
attached energy calcs.
27. Provide back draft or automatic damper on exhaust fans and other exhaust systems.
28. Provide minimum electrical service as noted on plans. See plans for location of sub-panels.
29. Use safety / tempered glazing at all glass doors, and windows within 24" diameter of door openings.
30. All windows and exterior doors to be weather stripped, certified by C.E.C. and meet ANSI / NWMA standards.
31. All joints and penetrations to be caulked and sealed around windows, exterior doors, wall sole plates, and 
openings for utility piping, wiring, etc. .
32. All windows to be double glazed, or as per schedule.
33. All skylights to be light panels size as noted on plans unless noted otherwise per schedule.
34. Slope finish grade away from structure with min. 2% slope.
